We must…….. 
 
1. Respond to the urgent appeal 

2. Have behaviors that flow from our beliefs 

3. Be motivated by God’s mercies 

4. Be fully committed/ All-in 

5. Resist conforming to the culture 

6. Be transformed by God’s word 

7. Make God’s will our will

I appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present 
your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is 
your spiritual worship.
